Scholarship Overview
1. The JoAnn Weller Sheep Scholarship has established a fund for educational assistance
2. To an Adams County 4-H Club member who has completed and shown two years in the sheep breeding program at Adams County Fair.

3. The scholarship will not exceed $500.00 per applicant; however may be less.
4. Once the scholarship has been awarded; the applicant cannot reapply for an additional scholarship.

5. The scholarship is to be utilized for any Educational Opportunity.

Eligibility

1. The applicant must have completed at least one year at any accredited University, College or Trade School and must be currently enrolled.

2. Major of study can be in any field.
3. Applicant must show academic promise.
4. A copy of the graduate certificate must accompany this application.

5. The applicant may be currently enrolled in a two-year Trade School program of study and apply for a scholarship after completing one year of study.

6. Applicant must apply for the scholarship within six-years of their last 4-H enrollment.
Selection of Applicants

1. A scholarship selection committee of three or more disinterested persons shall select winners and alternates for scholarships.
2. In case of a tie, the scholarship recipient will be the one which shows the most active participation in 4-H or FFA.

2. Applicant must include a transcript of the most recent year’s grades.

3. Applicant must have a short recommendation letter of reference from a principal, counselor, teacher, minister, 4-H Leader, etc.
4. Additional information may be required if needed by the selection committee

5. Applications are due by April 15th at 4:30 p.m. at the Adams County Extension Office, Scholarship Office, 9755 Henderson Road, Brighton, Colorado 80601 

6. All applicants for the scholarship will be notified by the Adams County 4-H Livestock Committee. 

7. Additional paper may be added if needed.
8. Scholarship needs to be used within 6 months of notification..
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
