Scholarship Overview
1. The Adams County Jr. Livestock Sale Committee has established a fund for educational assistance

2. This scholarship is open to any Adams County 4-H or FFA member who has sold an animal in the Adams County Jr. Livestock Sale for a minimum of two years.

3. The scholarship will not exceed $500.00 per applicant; however may be less at the discretion of the Sale Committee.

4. Once the scholarship has been awarded; the applicant cannot reapply for an additional scholarship.

5. The scholarship is to be utilized for any Educational Opportunity.

Eligibility

1. The applicant must have completed at least one semester at any accredited University, College or Trade School and must be currently enrolled.

2. Major of study can be in any field.
3. Applicant must show academic promise.
4. Applicant must apply for the scholarship within six-years of their last 4-H enrollment

Selection of Applicants

1. The Executive Members of the Sale Committee and the selection committee from the Adams County Extension Office shall select award recipients.

2. In case of a tie, the scholarship recipient will be the one which shows the most active participation in 4-H.
