4-H participation that outlines what you have learned and done.  When used properly, it is a helpful tool for improving your own progress and personal growth.  This report should be brought up to date each year.  Younger members may keep this form in pencil, pen or on a computer.  

Pueblo County believes that the keeping of the Report Form is an important part of the member’s development; therefore, many of the awards are based on this report form when selecting overall 4-H accomplishments.  This form provides the best basis for actual evaluation of the total activities of one 4-H member over another.  It is recognized that not all youth take the time to do this report form and keep it complete.  Members not filling out the report form may eliminate themselves for this and many other honors by their own choosing.

JUNIORS:  A 4-H story about you should accompany your report form.  A guideline is ½ page for 8-9 year olds; one page for 10-11 year olds; two pages for 12-13 year olds.  Younger members may write in pencil or may wish to use the computer.  Stories should be double-spaced when using the computer.  Explain some of your interesting 4-H experiences telling how they have helped you, your family or your community.  Write about your leadership, citizenship, and your promotional 4-H activities.

SENIORS:  Your 4-H story is a very important part of your 4-H record.  While it should focus on the program in which you are submitting your report form, try to convey how your participation in 4-H contributed to your self-respect and concern for others, how it influenced you in school, use of your leisure time and your career plans.  Senior stories should be at least 4 double-spaced pages in length.

PICTURES – Pictures are limited to three pages for both juniors and seniors.  These pages should depict:  one page of project work, one page of citizenship activities, and one page of leadership activities.  Pictures should be labeled.
