Dog Vaccinations:

It is recommended that all dogs be up-to-date on all shots that their veterinarian recommends and what is required by Colorado law (Rabies).  This form can be found on our website pueblo.colostate.edu or you may request a copy from CSUE.
Dog Tests Policy:

· The test will cover material in the 4-H manual (Level 1/Juniors, 

Level 2/ Intermediate and Level 3/Seniors, class instruction and showmanship book.

· If this is your first year in the dog project, you must take the test.  You must pass with a 60% or better.  Anyone with a learning disability should provide CSUE with a letter from the school Special Education Teacher.  Contact CSUE individually and the appropriate arrangements will be made to take the test.
· If a youth had a test score of 80% or better on the 2010 dog test and are not 11 or 14 4-H age this you DO NOT HAVE TO TAKE THE TEST.

· If a score of 80% or higher is achieved, the member does not have to take the test for that age group again but will resume taking the test when changing age groups.  

E-Records:

Youth may either download the e-record and type it or complete the book by hand.  If you need an electronic or hard copy of the e-record, one may be obtained from the extension office.  Remember to include the Dog Supplement when completing your record.  It is found on this website as well.

All dog e-records must achieve a score of 70%or more. Youth with an e-record not meeting the minimum requirement will be given one week after the grading of books to update/correct the book to meet the standard.  Your 2011 e-record score will be used for eligibility to show in the 2012 Pueblo County Fair.

E-Record Workshop:

To help 4-H youth and their parents learn how to complete the e-record, a workshop will be presented on Tuesday, May 17, 2011 at the Pueblo County Conference Room on Santa Fe Drive.  Parents and youth are encouraged to attend.  The workshop is presented by Connie Cecil, the curriculum specialist from the State 4-H Office.  

· General and Consumer Science:

· Livestock, Horse and Small Animal: 
 7:30 p.m. to 8:45 p.m.

Pueblo County Fair Eligibility:

· Must be enrolled in the 4-H Dog Project.

· The member must own his/her project dog individually or in partnership with immediate family members or guardians during the duration of the project year.  The member must provide the majority of care for the dog(s). 
· Entrants will be encouraged to use the Animal Care and Housing Form for Colorado 4-H Livestock Projects.  
· All exhibitors must have a least one qualifying score in each class of exhibition. Qualifying scores are 170 and above in obedience, 90 and above in showmanship, and 70 in rally.  
· An acceptable record book must be completed and meet all guidelines required.
· Pass the dog test with 60% or better.

· Exhibitors may exhibit a different dog in obedience, showmanship, and rally classes.
State Fair Eligibility:

You must qualify for the State Fair Dog Show.  Ask your dog leader concerning the requirements.
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
