4-H Consumer Science and General Projects
NET SHEET
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· Youth must be enrolled in the project and unit you are exhibiting at the 2011 Pueblo County Fair.
· Youth must complete an e-record for each project area; make sure you have included the additional supplement pages if required for your project.  The e-record should be placed in an appropriate folder.  E-records need to be in three-ring binders or other notebooks that will keep the pages securely inside.  Complete one project per e-record.
· The 4-H leaders MUST inspect e-records before signing them.  This is an important step to help the youth with their books and projects.  The e-record is worth about half of the points youth get in judging and the remainder of the points come from the exhibit.
· Youth must complete the project requirements that are found in the 2011 Fair Book that will be mailed to each 4-H family.
· All youth are required to do one demonstration (present to your club members a show and tell about what you have learned in your project area) per year.
· All youth are required to do one Community Service (helping the community) per year.
PLEASE CHECK FOR DUE DATES AND EVENT DATES TO CONFIRM THEM WITH YOUR 4-H LEADER AND IN THE 4-H NEWSLETTER.

Questions:
Ask your questions EARLY!  Make sure to ask your 4-H leaders questions you have concerning the requirements, e-records, project requirements, or anything else.

E-Record Workshop:

To help 4-H youth and their parents learn how to complete the e-record, a workshop will be presented on Tuesday, May 17, 2011 at the Pueblo County Conference Room on Santa Fe Drive.  The workshop is presented by Connie Cecil, the curriculum specialist the State 4-H Office.  

· General (including Shooting Sports) and Consumer Science will be:   6 p.m. to 7:15 p.m.

· Livestock, Horse and Small Animal will be:  7:30 p.m. to 8:45 p.m.

E-Records Due:

Shooting Sports e-records must be complete and turned into the CSUE no later than June 13 by 5:00 p.m.  E-records must score a 70% (red ribbon) or higher for the youth to be eligible to shoot in the county fair shoot.  If a book does not score a 70% when books are graded, youth will be given one week to update the book and turn it back in to the office to be re-graded.

County Fair Entries:
County Fair Entries are due in the Extension Office on or before Monday June 6, 2011 by 5:00 p.m.  Our office is open 8 a.m. to 5 p.m. including the lunch hour.  An entry form is necessary for each project you will be entering in the 2011 Pueblo County Fair. No Late Entries:  The policy by the Pueblo County Fair Board is NO LATE ENTRIES OR PAPER WORK.  All deadlines will be strictly enforced.

Shooting Sports:  There are two different entry forms.  Please complete an entry for each area:
· An entry form for the e-record and project board
· An entry from for the Shooting Sports Contest (this contest takes place prior to the opening of the Pueblo County Fair on: 

Friday, July 8, Saturday, July 9, and Sunday July 10, 2011).

Youth Enrolled in More than One Club:

· If youth are enrolled in more than one club-the appropriate entries will be sent to the appropriate leader.  (Example:  a 4-Her is enrolled in a livestock in one club-livestock entries will be sent to that leader and shooting sports in another club-entries will be sent to that leader.)  If you accidently get the entry for a youth that takes projects in another club, please pass them on to the youth.

Project Display Boards:
If your project requires a display board, you may purchase one form the CSUE office for $3.00.  If you choose to purchase one elsewhere, it MUST BE:  4ft. wide x 3 ft. tall, made of lightweight cardboard, but not poster board.  No part of your display may extend beyond these boundaries.  See the fair book for examples.
Fashion Revue:  4-H members who have completed a Clothing, Decorate Your Duds or Heritage Arts project are encouraged to model in the Pueblo County Fashion Revue.  See the fair book for details.
NEW THIS YEAR!  All 4-H members who would like to model clothing that has been made or purchased at a store may enter in the Modeling for Fun division.  This is a great way to have a good time, show off your clothing, and personal fashion taste.  You do not need to be enrolled in the clothing project to enter in this division.
A Fashion Revue entry form and commentaries are required for the Fashion Revue Contest.  A practice Fashion Revue is held Sunday, July 10 at 3:00 p.m. in the State Fair Events Center.
County Fair Interview Judging:
The oral interview does impact the determination of the project ribbon placing; it is simply another way for the 4-H member to enhance their communication skills while visiting with the judge.

The interview day for the 2011 County Fair Family and Consumer Science and General projects is Tuesday July 12, 2011.
A County Fair Interview Judging Schedule is mailed to each family and the main 4-H club leaders.  Find your name and check the time of your interview (if you have more than one project in these areas, make sure to find your name in all of the projects in which you are enrolled in).  At his time you bring your completed e-record book and your completed
4-H project to the Event Center located on the Fairgrounds.  If you cannot make it to your interview, please let us know as soon as possible when you get your schedule – so we can remove your name.
You will check in at the table and will be directed to the correct area for your project.  When it is your turn, the judge will call you to the table and ask you simple questions (example:  your name, how long you have been in the project, what you liked about your project, if you had any problems, etc.)  This is your time to talk about your project.  Parents may observe the interview but are not included in the interview.
When the judge has completed all of the interviews, the project judging takes place.  The judge will not tell you what ribbon placing you receive; you are able to come to the Event Center on Wednesday July 13, 2011 at 10 a.m. and see your displayed project and ribbon placing.
Project Displays and Project Release:
4-H projects are displayed after the judging is completed on Tuesday July 12, 2011 and remain on display until Sunday July 17, 2011.  The projects and e-records are to be picked up between the hours of 11 a.m. to 1 p.m. on Sunday.   If there is a conflict in time, projects may be picked up and signed out by someone other than the 4-H member.  It is then the responsibility of the person who picked up the project to make sure it is returned to the appropriate 4-H member.
Things to Remember:

Have fun!  You are a member of the largest youth organization in the WORLD!    Don’t hesitate to ask questions of your leaders and the CSUE office to make sure this is a great experience for your family!  
4-H Shooting Sports Project:
There are six state disciplines (archery, shotgun, .22 rifle, muzzle loading rifle, air rifle, air pistol) and one County discipline (centerfire rifle).  Each is a separate project requiring separate enrollment and project fees.

Only one e-record book is required regardless of the number of Shooting Sports (S.S.) projects the youth is enrolled in.  The e-record S.S. supplement includes practice logs for each discipline as well as a S.S. inventory page.  The General Project e-record, when combined with the S.S. supplement becomes the youth’s S.S. e-record.

The 4-H club a S.S. youth is a member of must have a trained/certified 4-H shooting sports leader/instructor for each discipline in which the youth is enrolled.  The S.S. leader should, preferably be a member of the club.  However, if the club leaders haven’t been able to attend S.S. leader training, the club may ask other Pueblo County S.S. leader(s) in the need discipline(s) to be attached to their club.  The leaders should indicate this association on their annual leader re-enrollment form.  A 4-H leader may attend one or more of the State S.S. leader workshops which are offered around Colorado, usually late Feb to Apr and occasionally in the Fall. The County Parent/Leader Group and S.S. Council will assist with the cost of training for a leader’s first discipline.

There are several Pueblo clubs with S.S. involvement in some or all of the disciplines with meeting and practice locations around the County.  The Extension office has contact information.

Youth must attend Colo. Dept of Wildlife Hunter Safety training to compete in both the County and State shooting contests.  They must also receive 4-H safety training from their S.S. leader in each of their disciplines.  Pueblo requires youth to demonstrate proficiency in safety and range procedures in each of their disciplines by participating in at least one of the County Qualifying matches held in Apr, May and June (see the 4-H Newsletter).  They must also receive an award of a Red Ribbon or better on their S.S. eRecord to compete in the County Shoot.  The County Shoot is held on the first weekend of the County Fair and the State Shoot is in late Aug through Labor Day, depending on discipline, for those who qualify for State.

Youth may also submit a S.S. exhibit for judging at the County Fair and, if qualified, at the State Fair.  It is not a County requirement to submit an exhibit but some clubs may require one.  The annual Pueblo County Fair Book lists instructions and requirements for both the Exhibit and Shooting Contest.  The exhibit is described under “General Projects: Shooting Sports” and the shooting contest is a separate topic: “Pueblo County Shooting Sports Contest.”  There are separate Contest and exhibit County Fair entry forms and they are due in June.

Ribbon awards for the County S.S. contest are usually given at an awards pot luck dinner the Sunday evening of the last day of the County shooting contests.

Shooting Sports Council meets on the first Thursday of every other month beginning in January and is open to the public (see the 4-H newsletter).  The Council has sponsored a County “Top Shooter” award, presented at the Achievement Night Banquet, in each discipline for Junior and Senior 4-H youth.  This award is based on a formula which includes the youth’s County Shoot score as well as their score on their S.S. e-record, exhibit and  Report Form (if they submitted them), and 4-H participation at the County level and at the District level or higher.
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
